The Gospel Luke 13:10-17

Deacon The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Luke.

Now Jesus was teaching in one of the synagogues on the sabbath. And just
then there appeared a woman with a spirit that had crippled her for eighteen
years.

Nicene Creed Standing, said by all
